The Year 3 classes have 
just completed our science 
unit on ‘Animals including 
HumansÕ. We have deepened 
our knowledge of what a 
skeleton is, including        
exoskeletons – and how 
they enable us to move the 
way that we do. We have 
looked at the partnerships 
with muscles and how we 
can link up many muscles 
and bones for greater 

strength. This has led to the importance of nutrition, 
and how its different aspects benefit our body in   
different ways. The children concluded the unit by 
tackling abstract questions around evolution, such as, 
‘What if all animals were carnivores?Õ or ‘What if all 
animals only ate grass?Õ 
Our lessons were also supported by our good friend 
‘BuddyÕ, who I thought may scare some children but 
ended up being so friendly and cuddly that he was 
handled and ‘operatedÕ at every opportunity!
