Dear Parent / Carer, 

 

On Friday 10th July, we have organised a visit to the Maritime Museum in Falmouth! This will 

provide the children with an opportunity to experience a whole day of learning and fun centred 

around a workshop topic called ‘Under the Sea’. 

 

Children are to wear their school uniform and to bring a coat, as we will be spending some time 

outside. All children will need a Parc Eglos School cap to ensure they are quickly and easily 

identifiable, as well as comfortable shoes for walking, as we will be busy all day. 

 

The children will be provided with a packed lunch, so will need a small ruck sack to carry it in. 

The lunch will include a cheese or ham sandwich, a biscuit, a piece of fruit and a drink. If you 

would like to send your child with an additional drink then please could it be a screw top, 

plastic bottle; this is to ensure that the children can have it throughout the day. Please 

indicate your child’s choice of sandwich filling on the online form below.

We will leave school at approximately 9am, and estimate that we will arrive at the Maritime 

Museum by 9.45am. We will be leaving the museum at 2pm and will be back in time for the end 

of the school day. We shall be travelling to and from the Museum via the Trust minibuses and 

the voluntary contribution for the visit is £6.95 per child, which covers the entry price into 

the Museum.  The ParentPay option will be available shortly for you to access. Please be aware 

that if we do not receive enough contributions, the trip may not be able to go ahead.  

 

We would love to have some parent volunteers to support us on the day, however due to the 

size of the minibuses available, any volunteers would need to be able to make their own way to 

and from the Maritime Museum. Parking at the Museum will be free of charge as you would be 

accompanying us on the school visit.
